The Secretary will be appointed for a period of four years and will be eligible for re-election for one further term of four years.
(c) 
The Treasurer, Web Editor and Conference Secretary will be appointed for a period of three years and will be eligible for re-election for one further term of three years.
(d) 
The Post-Graduate Liaison and Development Officer will be appointed for a period of two years and will be eligible for re-election for one further term of two years.
(e) 
The Newsletter Editor will be appointed for a period of two years and will be eligible for re-election for one further term of two years.

(f)
The two ordinary members of the Executive Committee will be appointed for a period of two years and will be eligible for re-election for one further term of two years.

(g)
The two co-opted members will be appointed for a period of two years and will be eligible for one further period of co-option of two years.
